Our yearly planning is flexible in the Early Years and although we plan themes for the year ahead, with the nature of Early Years we find that the needs and interests of the children do not always fit with the planned topics. With this in mind we adapt our planning to the needs and interests of the children. Our topic headings are broad allowing us to adapt and allow for individual needs and interests to be explored. Below shows our focus for Reception children.
Preschool children will learn from their starting point following a baseline assessment on entry to school, they will be supported to become valued members of the class and school. They will use play based activities to meet the skills documented in Crosby Ravensworth’s EYFS curriculum, linking into these themes as well as their own interests.

Children will be learning all about space. They will develop an understanding about our place in space and learn about the planet Earth, the sun and the moon.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children will develop positive attitude about themselves through play and adult led activities. 

They will grow in confidence getting their needs met and support with emotions. 

All children will contribute to choosing class rules and be accountable for following them.

Children will be encouraged to manage own hygiene and begin to understand it’s importance.

JIGSAW PSHE theme – Being me in my world
In these sessions children will understand how it feels to belong and that we are similar and different. To recognise and manage their feelings. The vocabulary Unique, Rules and Rights will be taught.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children will be supported to understand how others feel and verbalise their own emotions
To develop positive attitudes to difference between people.
They will understand why rules are important and increasingly follow class rules.

JIGSAW PSHE theme – Celebrating difference. 
In these sessions children will Identify something they are good at and understand that everyone is good at different things, that being different makes us all special, know that we are all different but the same in some ways, tell you why they think their home is special to them,   
tell us how to be a kind friend and know which words to use to stand up for themselves when someone says or does something unkind.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children will be encouraged to work together to solve problems instead of coming to adults. They will be supported in building respectful relationships. 

They will help build areas in the classroom to link with the topic. Understanding they play a       valuable part in class. Children will continue to be encouraged to ‘choose it, use it and put it away’ to keep the classroom tidy and safe for all.

JIGSAW PSHE theme - Dreams and goals
In these sessions children will explore challenges, never giving up, setting goals, obstacles and support.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children will be encouraged to help to find solutions to conflicts and rivalries. For example, accepting that not  everyone can have the ‘best’ car and suggesting other  ideas. 

Children will use Forest School to help understand how the natural environment helps their mental health as well as their physical health. 

They will be encouraged to show sensitivity to others ideas and needs during group discussions and their play.

JIGSAW PSHE theme – Healthy Me
In these sessions children will have time to think about how food, exercise, sleep, keeping clean and stranger danger impacts on their whole health.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children are able to manage distractions to stay on task.

Children will talk about and express their feelings and the feelings of others.

Children know and talk about the different factors that support their overall health and wellbeing:
- regular physical activity - healthy eating - tooth brushing - sensible amounts of ‘screen time’ - having a good sleep routine - being a safe pedestrian - staying safe in different situations (seaside).

JIGSAW PSHE theme - Relationships
The Relationships theme in Jigsaw for EYFS focuses on helping children learn how to make friends, share, and be kind to others.

They begin to understand their feelings and the feelings of others, and learn simple ways to work together, take turns, and solve small problems.

The aim is to support children in building positive relationships and feeling safe, valued, and confident with others.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
Children will confidently identify and moderate their own feelings socially and emotionally.

Children will think about the perspectives of others.

Children show resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge.
JIGSAW PSHE theme – Changing me
The Changing Me theme in Jigsaw for EYFS helps children understand that everyone grows and changes over time.

They learn about growing up, how their bodies change, and how to look after themselves. It also supports children in understanding their feelings about change and feeling confident as they move on to new experiences.

	Communication and Language 
Children will have increasing focussed attention and listening in a larger group whilst stories and poems are being read.

We will extend vocabulary and include challenging multisyllabic words linked to topic and in general. 

Children will be encouraged to organise their play with talk, adults will model this in provision.
	Communication and Language 

Through a range of opportunities children will be encouraged to speak in longer and more complex sentences.

They will be encouraged to listen so they can understand and respond appropriately to questions, in.c. why?
	Communication and Language 

Children will listen to stories and poems linked to animals.  We will look at characters, settings and ’I wonders’ during Drawing club sessions, allowing children to talk through their ideas and thoughts. 
We will discuss animals and what our favourites are and why. 
Children will continue to take part in Show and Tell and will develop listening in order to ask questions on what they have heard and check understanding.

Children will be encouraged to use vocabulary linked to topic during their play, retelling of stories and poems that they know.
	Communication and Language 

Children will take part in a range of speaking, listening and drama activities over the term. 

They will be encouraged to answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions to explain their knowledge.  

Children will be encouraged to express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs. 

Children will learn poems, and retell stories with as much story language as  possible, remembering the beginning, middle and end.
	Communication and Language 
Children will use past, present and future forms accurately when speaking. 

Conduct interviews with helpers: Children can conduct interviews with helpers, such as inviting them to speak to the class or visiting them in their workplaces. Children will use new vocabulary from stories, non-fiction texts and topics taught throughout the day.

Children will confidently talk in small group and class situations e.g. show and tell, visitors to class.

Children will hold a back and forth conversation with an adult and peers.

Children will describe events in more detail.
	Communication and Language 
Listening attentively in a range of situations 

Express themselves effectively

Children will use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities. 

They will explain how things work and why they might happen.

Children will articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences using ‘and’ to connect two sentences orally.

	Physical Development 
Children will be encouraged to collaborate with others to build obstacle course to move around space.
They will have a variety of group activities and games linked to space. 
In provision children will be helped to choose right resources for their chosen activity.
Children will be encouraged and supported to explain the marks they make.
Children will take part in large movement activities to encourage shoulder pivoting and cross body movement.  

Take part in school PE sessions twice weekly with Robins Class. 
	 Physical Development 
- develop fine motor skills using pencils, scissors and paintbrushes, spoons
- Use a comfortable pencil grip and attempt a tripod grip when shown
Shows preference for dominant hand
- un/dress for PE and FS with increasing independence

	Physical Development 
Children will have a variety of opportunities to develop the use of large and small tools safely. They will explore staying safe whilst creating different models. 

Fine motor and gross motor activities will continue to help develop strength for writing.

Children will be encouraged to negotiate space successfully, adjust speed or changing direction and experiment with different ways of moving. 

Children will grow in confidence, competence, precision and accuracy when engaging in activities that involve a ball.
 -Children will become confident in water at school’s swimming lessons

Take part in school PE sessions
	Physical Development 
Children will learn the importance for good health of physical exercise, and a healthy diet, and talk about ways to keep healthy and safe. This will include being outside at Forest School. 

Take part in school PE sessions
In PE, children will work alongside Robins class taking part in bat and ball activities and gymnastics.    Children will experiment with    different ways of throwing under/overarm and catching safely.


	Physical Development 
During PE children will take part in team games. Children will march/run for co-ordination.
Children will run safely on whole foot, varying the pace depending on distance. Children will experiment with different ways of jumping- measuring with various objects.

Children will use fine motor skills to draw, taking time which allows for accuracy and care.

Take part in school PE sessions.
In PE, children will work alongside Robins class taking part in bat and ball activities and dance.

	Physical Development 
Children are improving balance and co-ordination on large apparatus and equipment. 

They will use a pencil or crayon effectively and efficiently for writing and drawing, using a tripod grip. 

Children have developed the foundations of a handwriting style which is fast, accurate and efficient.

Children can keep themselves and their peers safe during physical activities at Forest School.

Children will work with friends in a team – taking turns effectively.

Children will develop overall body strength, balance, co-ordination and agility.

Take part in school PE sessions. In PE, children will work alongside Robins class


	Literacy:
Through shared writing and writing opportunities in provision children will begin to understand that writing can convey meaning.

As part of phonics sessions children will start to learn some basic letter sounds and shapes in line with Rocket Phonics scheme.

Whilst being read to and exploring books independently children will be encouraged to hold and manipulate a books correctly.

Children will take part in a variety of fine motor activities, including dough disco, balance a marble on a golf tea and scissor skills to strengthen hands in prep for writing.
	Literacy:

Children will continue to learn some basic letter sounds and shapes in line with Rocket Phonics scheme
They will read some common exception words in line with Rocket Phonics.

Children will write the letters they have been taught in Phonics (initial sounds and beginning of final sounds).

They will use this knowledge when writing in provision.

	Literacy:

Most children are blending sounds to build short words. 

They will continue to use our daily phonic sessions to develop this skill. They will use these skills to write CVC words, labels, captions and short sentences. 

Children will continue to learn tricky words.

We will begin Drawing Club and include short words to become our ‘codes’ to make wonderful things happen to our pictures. 

	Literacy:

Daily phonics sessions will continue. 

Children will begin to write short sentences to match pictures, we will look at letter formation whilst we go. 

Drawing club sessions will focus on our Topic and use books such as ‘Supertato’ and ‘I will never eat a    tomato!’ Children will be encouraged to write CVC words as their code. Independently naming the initial and final sound. 
	Literacy:

Continuing to build on phonics and letter formation skills.

Create thank you cards or letters: Children can create thank you cards or letters to express their appreciation for the work that helpers do in their community.

Forming most lower-case and capital letters correctly.

Writes simple sentences.

Mostly use finger spaces between words.

Sometimes use a capital letters for a sentence.

Sometimes use full stops (not always in the correct place).
	Literacy:

Children will read most digraphs taught and the words containing those sounds. They will use some diagraphs accurately in their writing. 

Children will read most common exception words and spell some taught in Rocket Phonics.

Children confidently use story telling language such as Once upon a time, One day, Suddenly, then, next, finally, They all lived happily ever after.

Children will be able to read Rocket Phonics yellow or blue storybooks.

Children re-read what they have written to check that it makes sense.

We will introduce the term ‘past’ by learning about the historical event e.g. moon landing.
We will explore the Natural world around them during Forest School sessions.
Children will be encouraged to talk about what they see using wider vocabulary taught and modelled in class.
We will use different materials and explore their use for different purposes (eg astronaut suit)

Experiment with gravity: Children can explore the concept of gravity and how it affects objects in space and on Earth. They can also conduct simple experiments to observe the effects of gravity on different objects.

Children can participate in classroom or school celebrations for different festivals, such as making decorations, trying traditional foods, and learning songs or dances.
	Understanding of the World 

Through short focussed RE      sessions and play opportunities children will explore ‘Special   People’ and why Christians  believe Jesus is special. 

Children will explore the          environments that animals         habitat and how they may           survive in one place but     struggle in another. 

Children will interview a vet to see how they help animals
	Understanding of the World 

Children will explore the weather in different seasons and how this impacts food growth. 

They will taste a variety of fruit and vegetables in season, learning to chop safely and talk about which foods need cooking before we can eat them. 

We will look at where foods come from and talk about the importance of eating food produced locally. 

Before our visit to Susan’s Farm we will look at how food gets from farm to fork. 

In RE we will continue to talk about how and why we celebrate Easter.
	Understanding of the World 

Through visitors and role play children will learn about different professions such as doctors, nurses, firefighters, police officers, and teachers.

-Understand the roles of different helpers: Children can learn about the different roles that helpers play in their community, such as keeping people safe, caring for the sick, or helping people learn new things.

-Explore the tools and equipment used by helpers: Children can learn about the different tools and equipment used by helpers, such as stethoscopes, fire hoses, police cars, and teaching aids.

Engage in role-play activities: Children can engage in role-play activities, pretending to be helpers and taking on different roles and responsibilities.
Children will sort images into old and new and begin to use vocabulary linked to history topic. 

Compare and contrast characters from stories, inc. figures from the past who have helped people.

Children understand that some places are special to members of their community. 

Children will recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.

Children can talk about somewhere that is special to themselves, saying why. 

	Understanding of the World 

Children will learn about different seaside locations and their characteristics, such as the beach, the sea, the coast, and different types of coastal landforms.

Children will learn about different seaside creatures, such as seagulls, crabs, jellyfish, and starfish. They can also learn about the different types of plants that grow in coastal environments.

Children can conduct simple experiments to learn about the properties of water, such as creating an ocean in a bottle or observing how objects float or sink in water.

They will use geographical words: 
forest, beach, soil, hill, mountain and weather when looking at physical features of different landscapes. 

They will follow a simple map, as a group, to help find treasure around school. 

Children will know that about living things eg plants, minibeasts, sea creatures.

Children begin to understand what they can do to help the environment.

Children will talk about how they have changed from being a baby and about how children and adults are different.

Children will name parts of their body, using correct vocabulary.

Children can say how they feel about the changes happening to them, especially transitioning to year one.


	Expressive Arts and Design 
The home corner will be used as a source of familiarity for all children wo play what they know. We will make links to the theme using texts eg ‘Whatever next’ and have resources to aid this connection eg box, wellies, box etc.
Children will represent themselves using mark making, painting and loose parts
Children will be encouraged to develop storylines in their pretend play 
Children can create space-themed artwork, such as paintings or collages of the solar system, using a variety of materials and drawing closed shapes.
	Expressive Arts and Design 
Throughout the provision links to festivals will be provided eg colourful materials, foods to try in the home corner.
In music sessions and in provision children will be supported to sing with their friends. 
We will colour mixing in large and small ways, eg on the playground with powder paint and big brushes.
We will all explore how to use a variety of tools and resources to express their feelings. 
In music sessions we will use movement to express feelings and move in time to the pulse.
Children will take part in a Christmas Performance.
In a variety of different media children will create festival-themed artwork inspired by different festivals, such as making cards, paintings, or collages.
	Expressive Arts and Design 
Children will use particular colours to paint pictures, representing patterns of animal skills.  

They will sing songs linked to animals and explore the sounds animals make. Children will be challenged to use instruments to recreate the sounds, pulse and rhythms.

There will be opportunities for children to recreate the roles of people who help animals in our Vet home corner. 
	Expressive Arts and Design 
Children will explore using colour for purpose e.g green for stem of plants.

They will sing songs linked to   seasons and growing. Children will be challenged to use instruments to recreate the sounds and rhythms.

Children will use junk to create using books to guide them, ‘I am not a cereal box’, ‘I am not an eggbox’ and ‘I am not a toilet roll’.
	Expressive Arts and Design  
Children will take on roles in the People who help us role play

Building on past learning children will use warm colours to print independently to create a pattern or image.

Whilst junk modelling children will be encouraged to evaluate and adapt their work with support, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them.

Create collaboratively sharing ideas, resources and skills.

We will Learn the song Big Bear Funk.

Tap a beat/ clap in time to a piece of music/simple song. 

Children will have opportunities to sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.

They will listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses during weekly music sessions.
	Expressive Arts and Design 
Children will record what they see in the natural world around them through drawings or diagrams.

They will explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.

Children will safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function. 

They will make use of props and materials when role playing characters in narratives and stories

Children will create artwork inspired by the underwater world, such as drawing or painting sea creatures, creating an underwater habitat using different materials.

Children will engage in role-play activities, pretending to be seaside explorers and pirates.
