These articles will be looking at all the benches within Crosby Ravensworth, Maulds Meaburn and Reagill
and will start with those in Maulds Meaburn.

The focus will be on the condition of the bench itself, how comfortable it is to sit on, where it is positioned,
the view from it and no doubt a few other interesting points.

From my initial research for the first of these articles it became clear that we have a wide and varied
selection of benches, some are very old (1953), some are in good condition, some not so, some are

'in memory of’, some are very much in the right place and some leave you wondering 'why did they put it
there?'

Some I've never seen anyone sitting at them and some are well used.

| believe that the parish council are responsible for the upkeep and maintenance of the benches, but |
guess that will not extend to those that are 'in Memory of ' and also the few picnic tables that are on MM
green.

No doubt in next month's Link someone from the council will have sent in a short piece to clarify the
position!!!!

One bench though did give me a good idea for when the other half passes to the other side.

Obviously that should have been 'sit and
stare', but over 100 years ago Davies could
not have known about this forthcoming
series of articles for our parish magazine!

This month the bench that we shall be
looking at is sited at the southern end of
MM next to Green Ends.

Now this is what | would call well
positioned, has a lovely if slightly limited

view, far enough away from the road and



near enough to the river to hear its gentle and soothing 'babble’ as it flows along its course.

A spot of calmness, a bit of a sun trap as well just here and there also wasn't too much sheep shit about
when | visited or at least not next to the bench itself.

The bench itself is of a good quality, made from wood but is now well weathered and in need of a little TLC.
But note the effort that was put into the siting of this bench; it is level, is on hard standing (slabs) and is
even tied into the wall behind it.

There are no plaques on this bench (a possibility then for the other halves plaque) and | have on occasion
seen people using it, mainly visitors/tourists having a break whilst out on a walk.

Get nestled up to one of the arms and it is really quite comfy. You will most likely be basking in the sun, but
in the morning and through to mid afternoon that sun will most likely be ‘in your face’.

The view is lovely though, although dead ahead is slightly limited due to the large tree in the green, but you
have a decent view of the struggle of the steep road leaving the village.

Will that cyclist make it to the top without stopping? Do | prefer the babble of the river to the rumble of a
vehicle going over the cattle grid?

And who put that waste bin over there on the other side of the road and on a slightly blind bend?

In conclusion: a fine bench (needing a little TLC), well placed, comfortable and a fine spot to ‘do a Davies’.

Gustave Kommer and Arturo Licata shared an office. They were both about fifty years old and they both
smoked cigars. There the similarity ended. Licata hid the spread of his body in elegantly cut Italian clothes,
he had an easy and amusing manner and he pinched girls' bottoms as if by right.

The Head of Division finished with words which sounded a bit like "as a token of our
appreciation." On cue a secretary stepped forward and handed over a parcel. Gustave who for once was
clean-shaven and wearing a reasonably presentable suit took the gift in his big, slow fists and fumbled with
the string while everybody watched. Then realising he would never undo the knots he put the parcel to his
mouth and bit through the string.

"Voila!" he cried as it flew apart and he beamed broadly at his colleagues, some of whom clapped
and shouted "bravo!" Gustave unwrapped the paper, held the present up for all to see and said it was just
what he had always wanted. He told his colleagues he would remember them whenever he used it.

Then Arturo, his room-mate, stepped forward. "I would just like to say a few words,” he began.
There was a hush and Arturo surveyed the room like a goldfish from inside its bowl, not really aware of
details.
